At Austhorpe we believe that our curriculum slowly develops in line with the age of your child and

Pupils in Y6 are given basic understanding of human reproduction, including sexual intercourse. 

There will be an opportunity for you to withdraw your child from these sessions when they are in 

Y6 

You cannot withdraw your child from PSHE lessons or Relationships Education, nor can you 

withdraw them from any part of the Science curriculum. You may consult with the Headteacher 

about a request to withdraw from some or all of the Sex Education lesson.
